Directions: (The meet location is on Knox Road, not the barn side on Buffalo Road).  

 
From the North: Take Rt. 400 South, Right Turn on Maple Street, Right Turn on Girard Ave, Left Turn on 
Buffalo Road (Rt. 16 South), Right Turn on Gray Street (Prior to the gas station entering the circle), Quick Right 
Turn on Knox Road.  Parking is about ½ mile on your left. 
 
From the South or East: 20A to the circle next to the McDonald’s, go around the circle and turn left on to Gray 
Street just past the gas station, Quick Right Turn on Knox Road, Parking is about ½ mile on your left. 
 
*Main Parking will be at the East End (closer to the village) of the Knox Park Soccer Fields on Knox Road.  
*Handicap Parking will be at the West‐Equestrian End near the Start/Finish Areas.
